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On July 24th, the Southern District met at 
the Columbia County 
Administration Building in Portage.  
Counties represented were Dane, 
Sauk, Iowa and Columbia.  Counties not 
represented were Grant, Green, 
Crawford, Richland and Lafayette. 
 
The morning started off with regards to the 
Working Lands Initiatives 
and how we are dealing with the 
challenges that this program will have 
on our respective offices.  Some 
townships within a county have 
discussed about opting out of the program 
all together.  Other counties 
are accepting the revisions as well as the 
conversion (penalty) fee. 
There was an overall consensus that the 
general public is unaware of the 
proposed changes that have been 
approved through the adoption of the 
2009-2010 State budget. We feel the 
WCCA should focus on having the 
land conversion fee delayed or 
eliminated and should get the WCA and 
the 
Towns Association involved. 

 
Their was discussion of how borrow pits 
are now exempt from local zoning 
ordinances until July 1, 2011.  Gloria 
Templin stated that Sauk Co. 
requires a letter from the DOT stating the 
Department will take 
responsibility for the remediation activities 
and a copy of the 
remediation plan is obtained from the 
DOT. 
 
The District also discussed pending 
legislation; Roger Lane discussed 
surface water issues that are affecting 
Dane County and a proposed 
topography ordinance; Mike Stapleton 
provided updates as to NR 115, and 
Scott Godfrey expressed interest in having 
counties share expertise by 
offering staff to conduct services in other 
counties instead of 
contracting out to a consultant.  
   
The district meeting scheduled on 
September 25 with the Central District 
has been cancelled and hope to see most 
of you at the fall conference in 
LaCrosse.
